Injustice is one of the main reasons of violence and threat to universal
peace.

Freedom movements and people seeking their rights are not taken and
handled in the right way and the people fighting these wars are labeled as
traitors and outlaws and treated and dealt with as criminals.

Corruption is also a major reason for violence.

Eleven September’s vicious incident has shaken the whole world. A person residing in
remote area of world, and even Bedouin has also felt the minus effects of this great
incident of the 21% century.

In the context of corruption some secret
agencies (ISI and other) distributed the foreign aid into the religious extremist
and corrupt politicians and feudal lords, they are the big exporters of violence
in other countries and their patronized criminal gangs, terrorists groups and
religious militants to harass, intimidate and kill the MQM leaders office bears,
workers, Ex.
