From Interstate 10:EAST BOND (California, Nevada, Phoenix, and New Mexico)

Merge onto I-10 E via the ramp- on 
Take the exit- exit number 762- toward SILBER RD/POST OAK RD.

Stay straight to go onto KATY FRWY

End at 7611 KATY FWY HOUSTON TX

From Interstate 10: WEST BOND (Miami, Georgia New York etc) 

Merge onto I-10 W

Take the exit- exit number 762- toward SILBER RD/ANTOINE DR.

Stay straight to go onto KATY FRWY.

Make a U-TURN onto KATY FRWY

End at 7611 KATY FWY HOUSTON TX

From Interstate 45:(Dallas, Oklahoma)

Merge onto US-75 S

US-75 S becomes I-45 S

Merge onto I-610 W via exit number 51

Merge onto I-10 W/US-90 W via exit number 11A toward SAN ANTONIO.

Take the exit- exit number 762- toward SILBER RD/ANTOINE DR.

Stay straight to go onto KATY FRWY.

Make a U-TURN onto KATY FRWY

End at 7611 KATY FWY HOUSTON TX

From Interstate 59 (Chicago, St Louise)
Merge onto US-59 S via exit number 220A toward HOUSTON

Turn LEFT to stay on US-59 S.

Take the US-59 S ramp toward HOUSTON

Turn LEFT onto US-59 BR/US-59. Continue to follow US-59 S.

Merge onto I-610 W

Merge onto I-10 W/US-90 W via exit number 11A toward SAN ANTONIO.

Take the exit- exit number 762- toward SILBER RD/ANTOINE DR.

Stay straight to go onto KATY FRWY.

Make a U-TURN onto KATY FRWY

End at 7611 KATY FWY HOUSTON TX
