Karachi, May 14, 2007: Another young man died in the firing by armed terrorists on May 12

th. 
He has 

been identified as Raja Mohammad Altaf. This young man belonged to a Kashmiri family and was a 

supporter of MQM Gulistan e Jauhar Sector. The dead body of the martyr was identified by his brother 

and the workers of Unit Committee. As per details, the supporter of Jauhar Unit 8, MQM Gulistan e 

Jauhar Sector, a Kashmiri young man Raja Mohammad Altaf was in the rally of MQM on 12
th

 may and at 

the end of the rally was going back home. While at Chandni Chowk, Nazimabad, was shot dead by the 

armed terrorists. He succumbed to death due to a series of bursts from Kalashnikov.  

 

The dead body of the victim was preserved in Edhi Center where he was identified by his brother Raja 

Azeezul Hasan Khan and workers of MQM Jauhar Unit Committee. Raja Mohammad Altaf will be buried 

in Muzaffarabad, Azad Kashmir. Apparently, due to the firing incidences on peaceful rally of MQM on 

12
th

 May, in various parts of the city, 13 MQM workers and supporters have died and more than 50 have 

been injured and as of now 13 MQM workers are missing. MQM Coordination Committee has expressed 

its deep sorrow and grief over the death of Raja Mohammad Altaf in the hands of armed terrorists and 

their firing. In a condolence statement, the Coordination Committee has sympathized with the relatives of 

Raja Mohammad Altaf and advised them to be patient on this incidence. The Coordination Committee has 

also prayed to God for a better abode for all martyrs including Raja Mohammad Altaf and may God rest 

them at higher places in Paradise.
