
EX-MNA FROM FATA HAJI QADR GUL MEETS DEPUTY CONVENER, 

MQM COORDIANTION COMMITTEE, DR FAROOQUE SATTAR.

, 2007: Ex-MNA from FATA Haji Qadr Gul met with the Deputy 

Convener of MQM Coordination Committee Dr. Farooque Sattar last Sunday at the 

headquarters of MQM, Azizabad.
