
MQM’s Struggle For Justice Has Unnerved Jamat e Islami: Members National

Karachi, September 3, 2007: Members of National Assembly (MNA), belonging to Muttahida Quami 

Movement (MQM), while commenting on pointless statements from leaders of Jamat e Islami, have said 

that never-ending political defeats, in the hands of MQM, have unnerved Jamat e Islami and its leaders. 

They said that MQM’s continued successes in the area of social justice, as well as exposure of Jamat e
